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First Anniversary of International Environmental Partnership Exhibition in Songshan Cultural and Creative Park

To let the public know the outcomes that have been achieved by International Environmental Partnership (IEP), the Taiwan Environmental Protection Administration (Taiwan EPA), American Institute in Taiwan (AIT), and the United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) will jointly hold an exhibition in Songshan Cultural and Creative Park (SCCP). The opening ceremony will be inaugurated by Kuo-Yen Wei, Minister of Environmental Protection Administration, Legislator Ru-Fen Cheng, Social Welfare and Environmental Hygiene Committee Legislative Yuan, Christopher Marut, Director of AIT, Jane Nishida, Assistant Administrator of USEPA, Jared Blumenfeld, Regional Administrator of USEPA Region 9, and Director General Hsieh of Ministry of Foreign Affairs on April 22. IEP had been launched by Taiwan EPA Minister Wei under the witness of President Ma and USEPA Administrator Gina McCarthy on April 14, 2014. Since environmental pollution transcends national boundaries, the problems of pollution cannot be resolved by one country alone.  Only by joint efforts with partner countries worldwide could the problems be resolved.  This is why the IEP was launched last year. During the past year, the program has made great achievements in terms of strengthening ties with partner countries, elevating Taiwan’s leading position in the environmental field, as well as improving regional and global environment .

The exhibition will present the background of IEP, the achievements of international cooperation with partner countries in the environmental field, and the technologies Taiwan has shared with other countries. It will present, for instance, how the technology of soil pollution remediation cleans up polluted sites, and how the technology of recycling transforms electrical and electronic waste from trash to valuable products.
